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CIA Releases Declassified Documents to National Archives 

 
LANGLEY, VA – Today, CIA released about 750,000 pages of declassified intelligence papers, records, 

research files and other content which are now accessible through CIA’s Records Search Tool (CREST) at 

the National Archives in College Park, MD.  This release will include nearly 100,000 pages of analytic 

intelligence publication files, and about 20,000 pages of research and development files from CIA’s 

Directorate of Science and Technology, among others.   

The newly available documents are being released in partnership with the National Geospatial 

Intelligence Agency (NGA) and are available by accessing CREST at the National Archives.  This release 

continues CIA’s efforts to systematically review and release documents under Executive Order 13526.  

With this release, the CIA collection of records on the CREST system increases to nearly 13 million 

declassified pages.   
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
